Ricardo "Ding" Uy, was gunned down outside his home in Sorsogon City November 18, 2005. Police reported Uy
was shot five times in the head, torso and mouth with a .45 caliber pistol at approximately 11am by a lone
attacker on a motorcycle. Uy died soon after at a nearby hospital.

Uy, 49, was a radio announcer for DZRS-AM in Sorsogon City and president of the Media Reporters Association
of the province and a Bayan Muna provincial coordinator for Sorsogon.

Bayan Muna Deputy Secretary General Roberto de Castro said that Uy received threats before he was killed. De
Castro said Uy was known as a critic of the army.

In an interview with Newsbreak magazine, Rodolfo Uy, brother of slain Bayan Muna leader Ricardo "Ding" Uy,
believes that the military is behind his brother's slay but they're not digging any further. He fears that pursuing the
case would endanger his family. Besides, "they can put the hit man behind bars, but we are more interested in
punishing the mastermind," he said.
